S I N G L E  V I N E Y A R D  D E S I G N A T E  2 0 0 7

The Dickerson Vineyard, located on Zinfandel Lane on the west side of the Napa Valley, is a small, superlative 

vineyard with low crop levels. From this enviably situated site, sheltered by the Mayacamas Mountains, 

comes fruit that produces exceptional, classic-style Zinfandel. 

This is a strong year for Dickerson Vineyard. A bright medium red, it is bursting with bright, red raspberry 

scents, Asian spices, flowers, and minerals, topped with perfect levels of acidity. The long, focused finish has 

full, ripe tannins and hints of mint and chocolate. Classic Dickerson.
